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Everybody’s homework……
Can we transmit Jewish Heritage to the next generation suc-

cessfully?  This is repeatedly the question we face when doing a
curriculum for Religious school.  Our school year is over, KISS
Shabbat are finished till fall but… are they really over?  Is growing
up Jewish enough by going to Hebrew school, attending synagogue
on the high holidays and eating matzo ball soup?  Four millennia
of Jewish continuity shows us that it is not.  If we Jews have a dis-
tinctive quality among other faiths, it is the sense of community.
None of the others demand a minyan to pray, or have Ahavat Is-
rael (love your fellow as yourself ) as one of the prime command-
ments.  Therefore, educating our children in a Jewish life is not
only parents, school, synagogue member’s responsibility; it is every-
body’s homework.  And one of the hardest……The good news is
that we Jews have a special value for education (55% of Jewish
young people obtain college degrees compared to 28% of all other
Americans).  The bad news is that while many Jews are secularly
well educated, Jewish illiteracy is growing.  The only glue that has
connected the 4 millennia of Judaism has been intergenerational
Jewish education.  Without young children in every generation
learning their heritage, we have no Jewish people.

So… how should we start?
Tell your Jewish friends whose kids are not getting any Jewish

education about Temple Sinai. Invite them to join our services.  In-
vite them to join our Religious school.  Share a tour on our web-
site and see the variety of adult education & educational programs
we have.  Share the information and your own experiences with
others.  Soon, without noticing, you’ll be doing the Mitzvah of
Ahavat Israel and Gemilut Chasadim (acts of love & kindness) by
bringing families to the warmth of Judaism or involving yourself
one step more on the ladder of our faith.

We, here at Temple Sinai, would love to receive each one of our
current members and get to know new ones. We breathe Judaism
with our entire existence and we are ready to transmit this great
legacy to the next generation.

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The Amazing Life of Rev. Itzchak & Batya Goldenholz
For close to 30 years, Rev. Itzchak Goldenholz has been the face of Temple Sinai, his  bearded vis-

age and hauntingly resonant voice chanting Torah among both members' and newcomers' strongest im-
pressions. In that spirit, Temple Sinai begins a campaign to dedicate the bimah – the bimah he has
anchored for these many years – in the names of Rev. Goldenholz and his beloved wife and partner
Batya, zichronah livracha. We are looking to all our members and friends to help by making a gift, of
course, but also by helping us find the countless people, members and non-members alike, whom he
has touched.

We can think of no better way to honor this man who has honored us with his presence for so long, for
who in this shul has not been touched by Rev. Goldenholz? His davening elevates our services; he has

taught countless bar and bat mitzvahs what they needed to know as they approached Jewish adulthood. And for decades he has led morn-
ing and evening minyans and said Kaddish for scores of departed souls, insuring their memories were not forgotten.

But there's more to Itzchak Goldenholz than what we see in shul, episodes in his life that  he doesn't often discuss, his modesty
prevents it. The fact is that, while he's delighted by this honor, it's probably a bit too much attention for his taste. He'd rather be
sitting at a table with best friend Shammai Taplin, drinking coffee, eating cake and shmoozing; telling stories to the children: and
hoping maybe someone will tell him a joke.

That's one of the things many of us don't know about Rev. Goldenholz, that he loves a good joke. Here are some more:
He was born in 1917 – maybe – in a displaced persons camp near Alexandria, Egypt, on...well, he doesn't really know, but he

celebrates his birthday on Shavuot. Why a displaced persons camp? Because, though his mother was a native of  Jerusalem,  his
father was from Eastern Europe and in the run-up to World War I, the Ottoman sultan banished all Jews who weren't born in the
Holy Land. His family had to leave and the DP camp in Egypt was the only place they could go. Rev. Goldenholz never knew his
mother. She  died in the camp and was buried there. He mourns her to this day, has written poems about her and that he doesn't
know the location of her grave still saddens him profoundly.

After the war, his father returned to Jerusalem, where he had a pharmacy. Rev. Goldenholz was raised in the Holy City,  both
in his father's house and with his grandparents. He lived for a time at a school for orphans just outside Jerusalem. In a legendary
incident chronicled in history books, the orphanage one night came under attack by Arabs from a nearby village. The students had
no weapons, but managed to signal the local Haganah detachment and a single soldier carrying a single pistol came to their aid.
The young soldier spent the night running up and down stairs, scampering from one corner of the building to another, firing his
pistol from each spot. In that way, he convinced the attackers the building was protected by many soldiers and scared them away.

As the Holocaust loomed, the British  barred most immigration to mandatory Palestine, with one exception: a European Jew
who married someone born in the Holy Land could immigrate. Thus arose a sort of underground marriage railroad. Young men
from all over the land traveled to Europe, got married and brought their “spouses” home, only to divorce later.

Rev. Goldenholz was one of those young men. He was dispatched to Lithuania, traveling by rail, but when he got to the Ger-
man border he found his tickets were not good for further travel. It was Erev Shabbat and the ticket clerk didn't speak any of Rev.
Goldenholz's languages – Hebrew, Arabic or English.

What to do, other than pray for a miracle? The miracle occurred. Looking around what had been an empty station, Rev. Gold-
enholz spied a Jew who helped him purchase the ticket that let him travel on and complete his mission. But that leaves a question:
from where did that solitary Jew come? Was he Elijah the Prophet? An angel? Who knows?

Some time later, Rev. Goldenholz moved to Tel Aviv and took a job with the British post office. His job was to carry shipments
of diamonds cut in nearby Ramat Gan to the airport at Lod. He carried a pistol to ward off would-be robbers. Can you imagine?
Rev. Goldenholz packing heat?

But he had another job at the post office, one the British didn't know about and six decades later Rev. Goldenholz still won't
give up the details for fear Scotland Yard will come after him. Suffice to say that Haganah commanders read mail to the British
high commissioner before the commissioner did and Rev. Goldenholz had something to do with that.

It was around this time that Rev. Goldenholz  met Batya. Or, more precisely, it was around this time that Batya snagged Rev.
Goldenholz. It seemed Batya was invited to a wedding and didn't want to go yet again with one of her brothers. She had seen Rev.
Goldenholz on the street and knew or sensed his goodness. So, she called down from her window and invited him to the wedding.
Think about what this says about both of them. Decades before the word “feminism” entered the vernacular, Batya called down
from the window and asked Rev. Goldenholz for a date. And Rev. Goldenholz was not put off by what many would have consid-
ered a very pushy broad! Thus began a romance that lasted until the day Batya died.

Batya made Rev. Goldenholz whole, she completed him. He saw her as the biblical “Woman of Valor” and she was equally de-
voted to him. The couple struggled in Israel, living for a time in what amounted to a hut. She learned to repair clothes, using fine
French weaving techniques. They had children: a daughter Itta and sons Itamar and, of course, our own Rabbi Goldenholz.

They came to the United States. Rev. Goldenholz became a teacher, in Cincinnati before eventually moving to Hollywood.
Hollywood wasn't exactly a center of Jewish life back then and it must have seemed like the end of the earth. But he came and, to
our eternal blessing, he took a job with Temple Sinai. (It was not much later that he met Shammai, beginning a friendship closer
than brothers,   but that's another story for another time.)

And Rev. Goldenholz has been with us ever since.
What a story is his! What a life he has lived! And how appropriate it is that we honor him and his beloved Batya by dedicating



our bimah in their names. Rev. Goldenholz is, after all, the bimah's anchor; sometimes it seems that without him the bimah might
float away, it seems empty when he's not there. And Batya was Rev. Goldenholz's anchor.

Itzchak Goldenholz has taken his seat near the reading table nearly every Shabbat and holiday for close to three decades. He
has been the sole constant, the Temple Sinai personage who has seen clergy and boards of governors come and go. He has seen
children born, taught those  children their bar and bat mitzvah lessons, attended their weddings, seen the births of their children
and, sadly, sometimes he attended their funerals.

So we honor him and Batya.
But in a greater sense, it is Rev. Goldenholz who honors us with his gentle ways, his humility and his wisdom. In the coming

weeks you will hear more details about Temple Sinai's plans to celebrate Rev. Goldenholz and Batya. We'll ask you to help us find
people from the past who may no longer be members but whose lives they impacted. And, yes, we'll ask for your contributions and
hope to count on you to join this campaign.  

It's for Rev. Goldenholz and Batya! What would Temple Sinai be without them?
