My fellow congregants,

Summer is here. The kids are out of school, many of our con-
gregational families are planning vacations. Some of our members
have headed back North to their families. One might think that
this is a slow time at the Temple. Well, nothing could be further
from the truth.

Our Camp Re-im is filled with kids enjoying all the activities
planned for them. While at the same time, registration for both
the ECE and Religious School is ongoing. Plans are being worked
on to enhance all of the curricula for both. Miss Donna and Miss
Sabrina work tirelessly to make our school programs the finest they
can be.

In the office, our fiscal year began on June 1st and our dues
schedules were sent out to every congregant. As I am sure every-
one knows Temple Sinai will never turn away anyone for lack of
funds. Anyone who is not able to fully meet our membership dues
is encouraged to call our Temple Administrator, Cheryl Hamburg.
Cheryl will schedule a private meeting and will work out a pay-
ment plan that works for the congregant.

The ritual committee headed by Vice president Larry Marks,
along with the Rabbi and Cantor has been working tirelessly to
make all of our services more streamlined, but more spiritual at the
same time. Moving the starting time for our Shabbat and Yom Tov
services to 9:30 AM has been met with tremendous favor by our
regular daveners. With exception of some of the very early prelim-
inary prayers, nothing has been eliminated, but the flow of service
has been dramatically improved. The same effort is now being put
into our High Holiday services, and they should be the best ever.

Many other committees are working on exciting things for next
year and they will be announced as soon as details are worked out.
It is the desire of our officers and committee members to come up
with events that will enhance everyone’s connection with the Tem-
ple, and will add to both the spiritual and the social activities that
Temple Sinai is known for. That will also include exciting Adult
Educational programs with a wide variety of subjects, times and
venues.

As always, routine maintenance goes on: a roof leak here, 2 ex-
pensive air conditioners replaced there....etc. Our buildings are al-
ways in need of both minor and major work. Funds for repairs and
improvements are worked into our budget, but of course, when
major work needs to be done, it can be a financial strain for the
Temple.

The Temple budget was passed by the Board in May for this fis-
cal year. Our treasurer, Bill Passer and his committee did an in-
credible job of analyzing ever penny coming in and going out. They
cut everything that was not absolutely vital and were able to give
modest raises so our employees, many of whom had not received a
raise in nearly 5 years. It was necessary to raise our dues by 5%. Al-
though this was a difficult decision, the fact is that is takes a lot to
run a full service synagogue like Temple Sinai. Again, those who
cannot afford the increase are encouraged to call the Temple Ad-
ministrator for a private meeting to work out a payment schedule
that will work for them.

I wish everyone a healthy and enjoyable summer and look for-
ward to seeing you at the temple during the summer, or in the fall.

Jewish Family Education

My Mom (Z"L) used to make blintzes from scratch. I can still
taste the freshly cooked skins that I would snatch before Mom had
a chance to fill them with her special cottage cheese mixture; I can
still hear the sizzle; I can still smell the aroma. That is how I first
learned about Shavuot, the festival celebrating the receiving of the
Torah. Actually, blintzes are a perfect food for Shavuot, not only
because is traditional not to eat meat on Shavuot, but because
blintzes are rolled just like the scrolls of the Torah. What a great
educational experience that was for our family!

Today, Jewish family education is more and more becoming an
essential component of the modern, liberal synagogue community.
Whereas in the past, Jewish parents were the conduit for passing
on Jewish culture and tradition to subsequent generations, today’s
Jewish parents often lack the time, background or opportunity to
carry out this important role.

Some parents turn to the Religious school as a surrogate. Just
like we drop our soiled garments at the dry cleaners and expect to
pick up freshly cleaned and pressed clothes in a few days, their
plans is to drop off kids at religious school and expect to pick up
knowledgeable, prepared members of the Jewish community in a
few years.

That is not to say that formal religious education is not vital; on
the contrary, the skills acquired in formal Jewish educational set-
tings are the foundation on which a firm Jewish identity is build.
However, if one only learns the basic rudiments of Judaism and
never has the opportunity to experience Jewish practice, it is akin
to regularly attending baseball practice but never playing a game.
Jewish Family Education then, seeks not only to empower parents
to take an active role in the Jewish development of their family but
to provide opportunities for the family to fashion the shared expe-
riences that help make the transition from theory to practice. By
enabling families to learn and practice elements of their Jewish
heritage as a family, bonds are created in the form of shared mem-
oires and experiences that can strengthen the connection between
family members and fortify the family as a unit.

Professor Jo Kay, one of the leading scholars in the field of Jewish
Family Education, points out that a serious discussion of Jewish Fam-
ily Education should concentrate on all three parts of the subject’s
name. The Jewish component is, of course, essential. As noted above,
our heritage exists not only on paper but as a living, breathing, trans-
forming entity. Even though Judaism is practiced not just studied,
the essential elements of our tradition must be understood in order
to give meaning to our lives as Jews. These elements are a prerequi-
site for any Jewish Family Education program.

Of particular concern is the understanding of the dynamic na-
ture of what constitutes a “family” in our modern synagogue com-
munity. Clearly the conception of a Jewish family made up of a
Jewish Mom, a Jewish Dad and their Jewish kids is far from the re-
ality in many cases. Jewish Family Education then must be geared
to accommodate all of the many permutations, of the Jewish fam-
ily including single parent families, families with a non Jewish par-
ent, parents of the same gender and others.
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Education, the last part of our title can be thought of as process
of change that one goes through. Participating in an educational
experience implies some change taking place; participants are dif-
terent in some profound or subtle way as a result of the educational
experience. A Jewish Family Education program provides the en-
vironment where these changes take place in a warm, Jewish at-
mosphere. The Jewish Family Education then meets participants
where they are and helps provide the tools they need in order to
move to the next step in the path of understanding and of being
aware of our Jewish heritage. What a wonderful opportunity it can
be to take these steps in an environment which nurtures the fam-
ily in what ever form it takes.

Thus as I noted above, it is essential that a modern, full-service
Congregation includes Jewish Family Education as part of its array
of offerings. Just as we have an outstanding ECE and religious
school curriculum, it is vital to develop a Jewish Family Education
curriculum as well. This curriculum should embrace all elements of
the community including students in the synagogue schools as well
as those who attend Jewish Day schools and even those who have
no other exposure to Jewish Education. Opportunities for parents
to learn in parallel and alongside their children as well as for par-
ents to participate in teaching their children must be included.
Clearly, just as in formal educational settings, each individual pro-
gram will not be appropriate for all age groups so a variety of tar-
get groups will have to identified and included in the curriculum.

This past May, I was privileged to have been awarded a certifi-
cation in Jewish Family Education after completing a required
course of study. I would like to begin the process of developing
Jewish Family Education at Temple Sinai by proposing a series of
Jewish Family Education programs targeting the middle school
population. I feel that this is an excellent population with which to
begin as they are either approaching, in the process of or just com-
pleting their Bar/Bat Mitzvah. Naturally, I do not propose to ac-
complish this task on my own — successful Jewish Family
Education requires a team approach. We are blessed in our con-
gregation with an eager, energetic and erudite professional educa-
tional team including Rabbi Goldenholz, Ms. Sabrina Muller, Ms.
Donna Anton and myself. Temple Sinai is also most fortunate to
have outstanding lay leaders and an incredibly knowledgeable con-
gregation from which to draw support and innovation. We also are
fortunate to have an excellent office and support staff to handle
logistics.

Jewish Family Education is in many ways the cutting edge of
opportunities a modern synagogue can provide. This is an unique
way to create an atmosphere where any family no matter what its
composition, background or educational level can be part of a nur-
turing environment. Jewish Family Education promotes family
growth through increased awareness and understanding of the
Heritage that has sustained the Jewish people for countless gener-
ations — maybe we can even learn how to make blintzes from
scratch.

In keeping with its mission to perpetuate Conservative/Masorti Ju-
daism in the home, synagogue and community, Women’s League for
Conservative Judaism is pleased to announce that it is sponsoring the
2012 Koach Kallah. Koach is the United Synagogue of Conservative
Judaism’s college outreach program and its kallah brings together
hundreds of Conservative student leaders each February.

For most of its 93 years, Women’s League has supported the Con-
servative movement’s key institutions of higher learning—the Jewish
Theological Seminary in New York, Ziegler School of Rabbinic Stud-
ies in Los Angeles, and Schechter Institute in Jerusalem.

They recognize that young adults are idealistic, open to
new experiences, searching for meaning, and still developing their
sense of themselves. They understand the need for entertaining,

engaging, accessible, and meaningful Jewish experiences on cam-
pus. They appreciate that if their children and grandchildren have
an outlet to explore and experience Conservative Judaism on their
own terms, the odds will considerably improve that they will live
modern Jewish lives as adults.

Koach provides college students the opportunity to maintain
and develop connections to Conservative Judaism while nurtur-
ing a love of Torah, the Jewish people, Isracl and God through a
variety of social, religious, educational, cultural, and social action
programs. More than 2,200 students from scores of campuses have
participated in the kallah over the last 22 years, and each one has
brought programming ideas, enthusiasm, and a commitment to
Conservative/Masorti values back to their campuses, Hillels and
Jewish communities.

According to Richard Skolnik, United Synagogue’s president, “We
are grateful to Women’s League for providing this additional sup-
port for this crucial population. The Koach kallah in particular pro-
duces both tangible and intangible results. Many students have met
their future spouses and formed lifelong friendships there. Many
kallah participants are now active members of our kehillot.”
